The Boulevardier

As a follow-up to last issue’s Negroni, the
Boulevardier is another Campari cocktail, but uses
whiskey rather than gin as its primary spirit. The
whiskey provides a richness and depth that, at least
to this drinker’s palate, mellows the bitterness of the
Campari. (In beer terms, if you like bitter IPAs you
may prefer a Negroni, but if you like a smoother
richer ale, try a Boulevardier.)

Invention of the Boulevardier is credited to Erskine
Gwynne, an American-born writer who, in the late
1920s, founded a magazine of the same name for ex-
pats living in Paris. In the 1927 book Barflies and
Cocktails Arthur Moss writes:

Now is the time for all good Barflies to come

to the aid of the party, since Hrskine Replica of blue print of San Jose Light
Gwynne crashed in with his Boulevardier Tower. Search at zazzle.com if interested in
Cocktail; 1/3 Campati, 1/3 Italian vermouth, purchasing
